Sample Quilt Size-----------41 ½ x 41 ½ 
 
Books : Start Quilting With Alex Anderson* 
             Better Homes and Gardens Complete Book of Quilting* 
 
Fabric * 
           
Blocks-- ¼ yard of nine different fabrics.  Fat quarters will not work.  Choose a dark, 
medium, and light of 3 different colors. 
 
Inner Border---1/4 yard.   (larger quilt, 1/3 yard) 
Outer border---3/4 yard,   (larger quilt- 1 yd.) 
Backing---------1 ¼ yd.     ( larger quilt 1 2/3 yd.) 
Batting----------1 1/3 yd. for either size 
Binding---------1/4 yd.       (larger quilt, ½ yd.) 
 
Supplies 
 Notebook and pen 
 Sewing machine in good working order* 
 ¼ “foot for piecing 
 New, 80/12 sharp sewing machine needle* 
 Walking foot and/or free-motion foot for quilting. 
 Rotary mat, ruler—6 x 24 recommended, and rotary cutter with a sharp blade* 
 Mettler 50 wt. thread for piecing* 
 Seam ripper and scissors* 
 Curved basting pins* 
 Tape measure* 
 Pins* 
 Chalk marker* and masking tape to mark quilting lines
